ATTENDED FUNERAL (Funeral Directors Charges only) £2750.00

This is a funeral where family and friends have a ceremony, event or service for the

deceased person at the same time they attend their burial or cremation.

FEES YOU MUST PAY

For an Attended or Unattended burial, the burial fee! £600.00

pay a removal/replacement fee. In addition, the cemetery may charge a number of other fees. .

! This fee (which is sometimes called the interment fee) is the charge made for digging and closing a new grave, or for reopening

and closing and existing grave.
